● Use a range of teaching strategies-small group, individual, whole class etc. Support and 
promote play and inquiry-based teaching and learning.  

● Use a combination of teacher-input and independent student work during teaching. 
● Build on what students already know.

● Enable students to pursue real-life investigations through authentic tasks and experiences.

The teacher will:  

● Use a range of assessment strategies.  
● Assess students through observation as they engage in authentic activities and reflecting on 

this.  
● Use appropriate formative and summative assessments to plan for the differing needs of 

learners in the class. 
● Use a range of reporting strategies. 
● Assess and monitor student progress providing constructive feedback to ensure all students 

improve and succeed.  
● Involve students and parents in assessment and reporting.   
● Involve students in self-reflection.  

 
PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT  
The teacher will:  

● Participate in professional development (seminars, workshops, school visits and courses) 
organized by IS Ruhr and /or SBW.  

● Seek professional and personal development outside those organized by IS Ruhr and/or SBW 
to support and enhance their classroom practice. 

● Undertake other duties and responsibilities as required.
